e Tuesday, July 30, 2024 from 3:00 to 4:30pm — Meet and Greet

o  Families may come to the school at any time between 3:00 and 4:30pm to drop off their school
supplies at their child(ren)’s classroom(s). Parents will have the opportunity to meet the teacher
and see the classroom.

© Meet and Greet is NOT a time for an individual meeting with the teacher as there will be
numerous students and their families dropping off their supplies. If a parent would like an
individual meeting with the teacher, please call the front office to schedule a meeting at a
separate time.

e Monday, August 5, 2024 - First day of school for ALL students
o For the first week of school, parents will be allowed to walk their children to their classes in the
morning if they choose to. However, beginning on Monday, August 12, all students must be
dropped off in the front of the school and may not be escorted by a parent. For our youngest
students and any other student needing assistance, there will be several staff members on hand
to walk these children to their classes or their designated morning waiting areas. More
information will be provided as the beginning of school gets nearer. After school, all parents are
requested to wait in the front of the school for their children to be excused. We respectfully
request that parents do not go past the flagpole when waiting to pick up their child(ren). Again,
there will be several adults to assist all of our students.
m Please understand that these measures are an important part of our safety and security
plan. It has been approved by our HIDOE Safety and Security Office as an important way
of limiting access to unauthorized persons to the campus.

The end of the school day is at 2:15pm for every day EXCEPT WEDNESDAY. On Wednesdays,

the end of the school day is 12:35pm. More information about our after-school procedures will be shared
later in July.

We are still accepting A+ applications on a WAITLIST basis. We are currently staffed to accept a total

of 40 students and we have an excess of 40 applications. All future applications will be waitlisted on a first-come,
first-serve basis.

Bus applications are also being accepted throughout the summer. The Central District has a new
bus transportation provider. Our buses are now from Ground Transport — NOT Roberts Hawaii anymore. Because
of this change, it is very important for any family needing bus transportation to complete the bus application as
soon as possible. Families may pick up an application at our school office, or they may apply online starting July 15
at this link. Families who need more information about the DOE's bus transportation can find the information here
at this link.

Please note that the school does not create bus passes. All bus passes are issued from the District Transportation
Office. To ensure timely arrival of your child’s bus pass, please submit your bus application as soon as possible.
